Rule 6.3.1. Mississippi Trauma System of
Care Rules and Regulations states, "All
physicians  and mid-level providers
(Physician Assistant/Nurse Practitioner) on
the trauma team responsible for directing
the initial resuscitation of the trauma
patients must be currently certified in The
American College of Surgeons Advanced
Trauma Life Support (ATLS). ATLS
requirements are waived for Board Certified
Emergency Medicine and Board Certified
General Surgery Physicians. Rural Trauma
Team Development Course (RTTDC) may
be substituted for ATLS at Level IV Trauma
Centers." In addition, Emergency nurses
staffing the trauma resuscitation area must be
a current provider in TNCC, ATCN, or RTTDC
within the last four years.

These rules make RTTDC an excellent option

= for our Level IV providers who may or may
= not have taken ATLS or TNCC to develop a
team for trauma care. RTTDC is a one-day
